Installation Steps :
Step 1 Use the T screw driver in the accessory package to 

unscrew the three screws on the dome cover. The camera 
is opened, as shown in figure 3-1.

  

The vandal dome camera can be installed in the ceiling , wall , 
wall bracket or ceiling bracket. This section describes how to 
install the camera in the ceiling.

WARNING

To avoid moisture influence, install the dome cover at least 
half an hour after the camera is installed and powered on.

Step 2  Stick the Installation location sticker on the ceiling or wall. 
Drill three holes based on the marks on the sticker. Drive 
the plastic anchors into the holes.

Step 3  Fetch three black self-tapping screws from the accessory 
package. Then fix the screws to fasten the camera on the 
ceiling as shown in figure 3-2.

Installing directly

If user want to install large dome on a bracket or 
a wire box, you must fetch three phillips 
stainless screws in the accessory to fix the 
camera, so that can achieve the waterproof 
effect. As shown in figure 3-2.
