4.1 Login

camera (default value: 192.168.0.121) in the box, and press 
Enter. The login page is displayed as shown in figure 4-1 .

2 People Counting: Users can query the data of people counting, 
through year, month, day. The statistics can be downloaded. The 
data can be shown by line chart, histogram, list.
